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“Degisen Perspektif”, alti sanat¢inin bir araya gelisiyle insanlik tarihinde degisen ve
doniisen perspektif olgusunu ele aliyor. Tarihte dncelikle tek bir duragan cizgiye, ufuk cizgisine
dayali olarak yon duygusunu gelistiren bu bakis, statik bir zeminde durdugu varsayilan bir izleyen
tizerine inga edilmisti ve bir ydn’ii ve o yon lizerinde ulagilabilir noktalari belirlerken, ancak bu ¢izgi
icerisinde 6zne ve nesne arasindaki mesafe dlcilebilir ve konumlanabilir olmustu.

Iki konum arasindaki mesafenin lciilmesi navigasyonun ve bdylece, emperyalizm ve
kapitalizmin insasinin gelisiminde &nemlidir. Optik incelemelerindeki gelismeler ve perspektif, bu
gelisimin 6nemlibir parcasidir. Diinyanin kiiresel formunu gérmezden gelen perspektif yanilsamasi,
ylzyillarca dogal, bilimsel ve objektif bir olgu olarak dayatilmistir. Bu sekilde mekanin
hesaplanabilirligi, bir gelecek tahminine olanak saglamasiyla cizgisel bir zaman kavraminin insasina
yol agmustir. S6zde-evrensel olan bu insa iginse, ayni fotograf makinesinin icadinda oldugu gibi,
hakikati temsil ettigine dair sliphe asla ortadan kalkmamistir.

Sergide yer alan Didem Erbas drone cekimlerin Urettigi imajlar {izerinden calismasini
olustururken,savas mimarisinin ilerledigi ydnlere dair sorgulayiciacisi ortaya koyarken, Merve Unsal
serigrafileriyle ufuk cizgilerive onlarin kirilganliklarini gérsellestiriyor. Birbirleriyle ortak isler Gireten
iki sanatci, ayrica pozitif-negatif espas ve yatay-disey limit lizerinden kurguladiklari ortak bir
calismayla dasergiye katiliyorlar.

Mehmet Ogiit video caligmasinda perspektif olgusunu “gerceklik algisinin” degismesi
tizerinden ele alirken, her bir veri aktariminda ana iletinin degerinden bir seyleri kaybetmesini
vurguluyor. Ezgi Yakin doga ve insan formlarinin hibrid yorumlarindan hareketle, tanimlayici
olmayan ve nesnel perspektif bakisini sorunsallastiran soyut diizenlemelerini izleyiciyle paylasiyor.
Cevahir Akbas, kent ve doga diizleminde Uretilen patikalari haritalandirma, kus bakisi ¢izimler ve
kisisel deneyim lizerinden aktarirken, Sinan Logie ise perspektif ve onun gelisim tarihine has optik
incelemeleri, Dogu ve Bati kiltlirlerine etkilerinin farkli vecheleri izerinden ele aldigi heykel
calismasiyla sergide yeraliyor.

Artik diisey perspektif cagindayiz. Havadan goriintiiler, uydu gériintiileri ve drone cekimler
gibiteknolojiler bir paradigmadegisimiyaratiyor. “Degisen Perspektif”’ bir yandayatay perspektif ve
diisey perspektif paradigmalarini masaya yatirirken, sanatin dnemli unsurlarindan birisi olan
perspektifin rolli ve amacini sosyal, kiiltlirel ve tarihsel bir perspektiften yorumluyor.
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“Changing Perspective” brings together six different artists that focuses on the notion of
perspective that changes and transforms throughout the human history. History has developed a
sense of direction primarily based on a single static line, which is the horizon line - built on the
perception that one stands on a static terrain. Within this line, it was mandatory to measure the
distance between the subject and object in order to determine a direction and all accessible points
onthat direction.

During the development of navigation, thus imperialism and capitalism, it has been
extremely important to measure the distance between two direction points. Advances in optic
studies and in perspective have been important parts of this development. The illusion of
perspective,whichavoids the spheral form of the world has beenimposed for centuriesasanatural,
scientific and objective phenomenon. As a matter of fact, the computability between two distances
has led to the construction of a linear time concept that enabled future predictions. For this
pseudo-universal construction, similar with the invention of the camera, truth remains to be
doubted.

Didem Erbas participates the exhibition with her leaded green stained-glass installation
produced by a series of drone drawings of a war zone, which at the same time addresses war
architecture and mentality. Merve Unsal on the other hand visualizes the horizon lines and their
fragility through her pink folder screenprints. They also have collaboratively produced a site-
specific grass work for the exhibition, constructed on the subjects of positive-negative space and
horizontal-vertical limits.

Based on the hybrid interpretations of natural and humane forms, Ezgi Yakin shares her
non-descriptive and abstract arrangements in her watercolor on paper works that problematize
the objective of perspective. Moreover, Mehmet Ogiit’s video work deals with the change of reality
perception,emphasizing the loss of value in each data transfer.

Cevahir Akbag showcases a series of photographs of shortcut roads, his personal
experience with walkingand mapping of the city, along with bird’s-eye view drawings and QR codes.
Lastly, Sinan Logie’s sculpture deals with different aspects of perspective and its optical studies
specifictoits developmentin history and its effects on Eastern and Western cultures.

Weare nowin theage of vertical perspective. Technologies such as aerialimagery, satellite
imagery and drone footage create a paradigm shift. “Changing Perspective” discusses the
horizontal and vertical perspective paradigms and interprets the role and purpose of perspective,
one of theimportant elements of art,as a part of social, cultural and historical dialogue.
