Dilara Gol‘'Disorder” adli Simbart Projects Cukurcuma’da 18 Mart —8 Mayis tarihleri arasinda gerceklesen ilk kisisel
sergisindebirakil hastasininyazdigi mektuplardanyolagikarak Urettigison ddnem calismalariylayeraliyor. Kisinin hastaligindan
ziyade, icinde barindirdigi duyarlilik ve o duyarliigin sergi alaninda kurgulandig bir diinya yaratiyor. Sanatginin tanimadigi bir
insanin igsel yolculuguna eglik ediyor olmasi aidiyet duygusunu pekistiriyor. Bir takim hassasiyetleri ve kisinin tasla kurdugu
iliskileri ele alan sergi,aslinda bir bakima normal ve anormal yargilari tizerinden bir elestiri barindiryor.

Mektuplardahastaninelinden birakmadigi tas, hastaigin patolojik bir simge islevinigdriiyor. Bukiginin tasta bir kimlik
aramasl, ona anlamlar yiiklemesi ve tagin bir bellegi olduguna inanmasi, anlamsiz gibi gériinen bir nesne ile kurulan iligkiyi,
insaninvarolug kaygisini, kendi mevcudiyetini ve diinyaninalgilanmasina dair detaylari igeriyor.

GOoI’tin “Ben Kimim” adli tuval calismasinda beliren dag ve tas figtirleri, mektuplardaki yazilarda hasta igin dtinyanin
ve kendisinin ¢ektigi acilari simgeliyor. ‘AmaBeni Anladi Mi2” ve “Anladi mi Beni? isimli tuval galismalarindayine hastaninsiklikla
kullandigi cicek, tas ve yazi cagrisimlarina yer veriliyor. Sanatci tanimadigl bu kisinin kelimelerinin icinde gezmeye caligirken,
toplumsal anlamda “normal ve anormal olanakim karar veriyor?”’ ve “Biri digerlerinden farkliysa, bu onun bozuk oldugunu mu
gbsterir?” sorularinin cevaplariniariyor.

Ayrimsal” isimli eski tip damitma balonlarinikullandigi yerlestirmesinde ise bozuk, eksik, kirik taraflarimizin saglam
ve giicli olanlardan ¢ok daha gercek oldugunu distincesiyle yola cikiyor ve insanlarin diistincelerini temiz-kirli, normal-
anormal olarak ayristirmanin yarattig zorbaliga dikkat gekiyor. Sanatginin ki cam arasinda sergiledigi eserlerinde ok yagamig
fakat farkedilmemis malzemelerin; silgi tozlari, dagilmis cigekler ve yipranmis formlarin bir araya gelmesiyle aslinda disaridan
bozuk olarak gériinen seyiniceride cok daha kirilgan ve naif oldugu vurgulaniyor.

Pratiginde siklikla defter kullanima yer veren sanatgl, tanimadigt biriyle iliski kurmak adina en samimi iletisimi bir
defter Uzerinden yaratiyor. O kisinin duslinceleri ve sordurdugu sorular, GoI’tin tekrar eden imgeleriyle ‘Defter’ adli
calismasindakargimizagikiyor.

Ote yandan, bu mektuplarin bir akil hastanesinde ve ilaglar esliginde yazimis oldugu gerceginden ilerleyerek
olusturdugu ‘Us’ adli yerlestirmesindeise kullanilmig olma ihtimali olan ilaglarin prospektislerini maniptile ederek yeniden
okumaya aglyor. Genel anlamda her seyin “onarilmasi” gerektigini disiinmeyen Gol, duyarliligin él¢itiniin belirlenmesinde
ozneyeilaglarla“onarilmig” bir formvererek normalligiinsa ederken, bir takim hassasiyetleriyok ettigininaltini iziyor.

‘Kitle” isimlikagit calismasinda, pratiginde daktiloyla calisarak ve yazarak distinmek olan sanatg, hastanin kullandig)
anlamlandirmalari daktilo ile yazdigi kelimelerle ifade ederken, hastanin mektuplarinda siklikla rastlanan tag imgesini yeniden
olugturuyor.

Gal, sergideki calismalarinda sembolik bir disavurumu reflekssel olarak benimseyerek hasta ile kurdugu organik
bagda ortaya cikan kavramlari empatik segimler izerinden Uretimlerinde ortaya koyuyor. icgtidsel bir istifcilikle atdlyesinde
ve defterlerinde biriktirdigi semboller; esinlendigi kisinin ruhunda istifledigi olgular ile kucaklastyor. “Disorder’ sergisinde
kavramlarin plastik karsiligini farkli medyumlar tzerinden izleyici ile paylasan sanatgl, Uretimlerinde sembolist bir yaklagimla
metaforlararaciligiylayalin bir ylizey ortaya koyarken; serginin bittintinde siirsel bir platformyaratiyor.

Simbart Projects Cukurcuma hosts Dilara Gol’s first solo exhibition ‘Disorder’ between 18 March and 8 May,
featuringher recentworksinspiredfromthe letters written byamentallyill patient. The artist createsaworld where sensitivity,
rather than the literal iliness of the person, is fictionalized in the exhibition area. G&l accompanies the inner journey of an
unknown person which in fact reinforces the sense of belonging. The exhibition deals with certain sensitivities and the
relationships that this patient establishes with an object — a stone, where maintaining criticism over sociological norms of
normalandabnormaljudgments.

The stone that the patient holds in the letters functions as a pathological symbol. This person’s search for an
identity withthe stone,attributingmeanings toitand believing that the stone hasamemory pertainsarelationship established
with the object that seems illogical and references the issues of existence anxiety, autonoetic consciousness and one’s
perception of the world through adenoted object.

The mountain and stone figures found in the paintings symbolize the suffering of the world and of the patient
himself. The three canvas works in the exhibition titled ‘Who Am I?°, ‘But Does He Understands Me?” and ‘Does He
Understands Me?” contains the repetitive imagery of mountain, stone and flowers. While the artist tries to navigate within the
words of thisunknown patient, at the same time she is looking for answers to such questions; “who decides what is normaland
abnormal?”and”if oneis different fromthe others, does that mean he is defected?”.

‘Distilled” installation is made of five old-style distillation balloons which indicates that our broken and deficient
parts are much more strong and solid and draws attention to the tyranny created by discriminating people’s thoughts as
clean-shady or normal-abnormal. Moreover, the works exhibited in between two glass panels compromise of unnoticed
particles;eraser powders, scatteredflowersandwornforms,whichemphasize that what appears to be distorted from outside
couldbe much morefragile and naive onthe inside.

Theartistfrequently usesnotebooks in her practice and believes that it is one of the most intimate communication
methods, especially when this personis unknown. The work titled as the ‘“Notebook’ contains re-occurringimagery drawn by
the artist based on the questions and thoughts found in this person’s letters.

Onthe other hand, with the insallation titled ‘Reason’ the artist manipulates package inserts of certain drugs that
may have been used in treating mentally ill patients and opens a new reading on these inserts. Gol, who does not think that
everything should be ‘repaired’ in general, emphasizes that while we construct normality by giving the patient a ‘repaired’
formwith drugs,one’s sensitivity is also eliminated within this process of ‘reparation’.

Throughout the exhibition the artist re-creates the stone imagery frequently encountered in the patient’s letters.
The work on papertitled ‘“Mass’ includes stone imageries created with the words expressed by the patient using a typewriter
- acommontool foundintheartist’s practice.

Gol, reflexively embraces a symbolic expressionin her works in the exhibition and through these empathic choices
inher production she emerges an organic bond with the patient. The symbols she accumulated in her studio and notebooks
with an instinctive hoarding are piled in the soul of this unknown person. In the ‘Disorder” exhibition, the artist shares the
plastic equivalents of the subjects found in the letters with the audience through different mediums and presents a plain
surfacethroughmetaphorswithasymbolistapproach; thus resultingin havingapoetic platformallthroughout the exhibition.
