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Kelimelerin Yankilari Var
Words Have Echoes

Simbart Projects 16 Mart—29 Nisan tarihleriarasinda galerinin temsiliyetli
sanat¢ilarindan DilaraGol’tn ‘Kelimelerin Yankilari Var” isimliikincikisisel sergisine
ev sahipligi yapiyor. Sergideki eserler bir butinun parcalarindan olusuyor ve
butinden alinmis bircok iz barindinyor. Kelimelerin sanat¢inin bilincinde
olusturdugu imgeler, cagrigim, ima ve animsatmalar olarak eserlerde yeraliyor.

Dilara GOl sergideki calismalarinda kelimelerin kendisinde cagristirdigi
duygu ya da imgelere gore Uretimlerini gerceklestiriyor. Bu kelimelerin yankilar,
duyulmamig, sessizve cok sesliolabiliyor. Kelimeleraynikalsada sanatcidaolusano
zaman dilimine aitimgeleriyle her daim yankilar gibi degisip donustiyorlar. Sanatci
bu ¢agnsimlar Uzerinden Uretimlerini gerceklestirirken Uretim bicimi de bu
rastlantisalligaacik bir sekilde ilerliyor.

Ortak bir dili paylassak bile, anlam kisiye 6zgtidur ve genellikle iliskili gorsel
bir cagrisimi vardir. Wittgenstein bu durumu ‘Biz bir kimseye bir duyguyu
bildirdigimizde, karsi tarafta ne vuku buldugunu asla bilemeyiz. Bizim ondan
alabilecegimiz her sey, bizimkine mukabil bir deneyimdir. Ve kelimelerle ilettigimiz
auygulanimizin karsi tarafin deneyimi karsisinda birebir Ortlismesi s6z konusu
degildir*’ olarak ifade ediyor. Gol, kelimelerin iyilestirebilen, zamana ilik acabilen,
hatirlatabilen ve bazenyaralayabilen izlerini tretimleri Uzerinden paylasiyor.

Sanat¢! ‘Kelimelerin Yankilar Var’ adli ikinci kisisel sergisinde kelimelere
dair zihninde olusturdugu imgelerin donusimund dne c¢ikaryor. Kelimelerin
surekli degisen etkilerini vurgulayarak eserlerinin de buna tabi olmasina olanak
taniyor. Kendi formunu izleyicinin zihninde tamamlayan yeni bir alanin kapilarini
araliyor.

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Simbart Projects hosts represented artist Dilara Gol's second solo
exhibitiontitled”Words Have Echoes” between 16 Marchand 29 April. The works in
the exhibition consist parts of a whole and contain many traces that have taken
from the whole. The images created by the artist are based on the words in her
consciousness and these images are included in the works as connotations,
allusions,and reminders.

Dilara GAl produces according to the feelings or images that the words
evoke inherself inthe exhibition. The echoes of these words can be unheard, silent,
and polyphonic. Although the words remain the same, they always change and
transform like echoes with the images of that period according to the artist. While
the artist produces through these associations, she allows her productions to be
open to coincidence.

Even if we share a common language, meaning is unique to the person and
often has a related visual connotation. Wittgenstein said, “When we report an
emotion to someone, we never know what’s going on at the other side. Everything
we can take from is a phrase that corresponds to ours. There is no one-to-one
overlap between the feelings we convey in words against the experience of the
other part*” Gol shares the traces of words that can heal, remind and sometimes
injure through her productions.

In her second solo exhibition titled “Words Have Echoes”, the artist
highlights the transformation of theimages she creates in her mindabout words. By
emphasizing the ever-changing effects of words, her works are subject to this
change. The exhibition opens the doors of a new field that completes its own form

inthe audience’s mind.
