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Simbart Projects 19 Ocak — 25 Subat tarihleri arasinda ‘Déntisiimiin Bilinci” adli karma
sergiye evsahipligiyapiyor. Sergi, Ferhat Tung, Kivilcim Harika Seydim ve Ahmet Hamdi Soydemir’in
calismalarini bir araya getiriyor. Yasanilan ve zaman icerisinde donilisen cevreyi odagina alan
calismalar, insan bilinci tizerinden doga ve mekanlarin kimi zaman kurgusal kimi zaman somutlagan
unsurlarini gdzler dnline seriyor.

Ferhat Tunc, yasadigi cevrede yapmis oldugu gdzlemlerinin bir sonucu olarak ortaya ¢ikan
tretim sirecinin ciktilarini felsefik ve sosyolojik bir yaklasim icerisinde ele aliyor. ‘Gelecegini
Disleyen Yok-Yerler: Yiizeyi Asindirmak’ adli cografi cevre ve mimari yapilari odagina alan yeni
caligmasi, yasamini siirdiirdiigii Istanbul’da kentsel déniisiim adi altinda farkliigini yitirmis
mekanlari odagina aliyor. Sanatgl, insaatlarda beton alanini olusturabilmek icin kullanilan plywood
adlyiizeyi piiriizsiiz bir malzemeyi lizerinde kazimayaparak olusturulan izlerle sekillendiriyor. icinde
bulundugumuz mekanlari yeniden okuma girisimi olan yeni serisi, kentleri “6teki mekanlar”
tzerinden duistinerek “farklilik” dizlemi cercevesinde degerlendirirken, artik var olmayan ve
doniistime ugrayan heterotopik mekanlari, degerlerini yok etmeden muhafaza etmenin miimkiin
olup olmayacagi lizerine dneri sunuyor.

Kivilcim Harika Seydim’in son dénemde Urettigi kagit lizerine karakalem calismalari
goriinenin 6tesindeki itopik birmekan ve zamani bilingdisive gercek tistii pratiklerden faydalanarak
yorumluyor. Sergide yer alan ‘Her Yerden Uzakta’ isimli yeni serisinde, ¢ektigi doga video ve
fotograflarini kendi diissel kurgusuyla yeniden sekillendiriyor. insanla doga arasinda giderek agilan
mesafeyi, doganin baska bir evrenden manzaralara doniismesi seklinde yorumluyor. Resimlerinde,
siyah-beyaz cizimleriyle bizi baska bir diinyaya farkli bicimsel formlarla bakmaya davet ederken,
videolarinda ise videonun teknik yapisindan yararlanarak mekani yeni bir oyun alanina
donistiriyor.

Ahmet Hamdi Soydemir ¢alismalarinda yasadigi cevrenin gorsel ve dokunsal duyumlarina,
bunu olusturan siireclere ve kiltiirel tutumlara odaklanarak renk satihlari iceren penttirel bir dil
sunuyor. Sanatcl, dogrusal olmayan, beklenmedik y&n degisikliklerine ve anlam kaymalarina agik bir
yontemle Urettigi yagl boya eserlerinde zihinsel ve fiziki mekan kavramlarina odaklanarak tanimsiz
bir dizi mekan imgesi olusturmanin yollarini aryor. Sanatg! tarafindan tretilen kurmaca gerceklik
icerisinde yer alan bu mekan kesitleri, ic mekan ve dis mekan arasindakisinirlarin kalktigi
dénugtimleriortaya cikariyor.
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Simbart Projects hosts the group exhibition “Consciousness of Transformation’ between
19 Januaryand 25 February. The exhibition brings together the works of Ferhat Tung, Kivilcim Harika
Seydim and Ahmet Hamdi Soydemir. Focusing on the environment that is lived and transformed
over time, works reveal sometimes fictional and sometimes embodied elements of nature and
places through human consciousness.

Ferhat Tung considers the production process that is emerged as a result of his
observations in the environment he lives in within a philosophical and sociological approach. His
new work, titled ‘Non-Places Dreaming of the Future: Abrading the Surface’ focuses on the
geographical environment and architectural structures and on the spaces that have lost their
difference under the name of urban transformationinIstanbul, where he lives. Theartist shapes the
surface called plywood, which is used to create the concrete area in constructions, with traces
created by scraping on it. The new series, which is an attempt to re-read, evaluates cities within the
framework of “difference” by thinking through “other spaces”and offers suggestions on whether it
is possible to preserve heterotopic spaces that no longer exist and undergo in transformation
without destroying their value.

Kivilcim Harika Seydim’s recent charcoal works on paper interpret an utopian space
beyond the visible and time by making use of unconscious and surreal practices. In her new series
titled’Away from Everywhere’, she reshapes the nature videos and photographs she takes into her
own fantasy fiction. The artist interprets the distance that is gradually widening between man and
nature as nature turning into landscapes from another universe. In her paintings, she invites us to
look at another world with different formal forms with her black and white drawings, while in her
videos, she transforms the space into a new playground by taking advantage of the technical
structure of the video.

Ahmet Hamdi Soydemir focuses on the visual and tactile sensations of his environment,
the creation processes and the cultural attitudes and presents a pentural language that includes
color lines. In his oil paintings, which he produces with a method that is non-linear, open to
unexpected changes of direction and changes in meaning, the artist is looking for ways to create a
series of undefined space images by focusing on mental and physical space concepts. These
sections of space, which are included in the fictional reality produced by the artist, reveal the
transformations where the boundaries between indoor and outdoor space are removed.
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
