Faunaya Agit| An Elegy for Fauna

Simbart Projects Cukurcuma 13 Ocak — 19 Subat tarihleri arasinda Seniha Unay ve Aytug
Aykut’un ‘Faunaya Agit” adli karma sergisine ev sahipligi yapiyor. Sergi insan merkezciligi, hayvanlarla
iliskimiz Gzerinden sorguluyor; egemen ve buyurgan 6zne olarak insanla, insan bakig acisindan ele alinan
hayvanin iliskisi izerine egiliyor. Bu baglamda hayvan turlerini yeryiiziinde belirli bir yasam alanina gore
siniflandiran faunaya doniip bakarken agit niteliginde bir gercekligiizleyiciile bulusturuyor.

Seniha Unay, calismalarinda giindelik yasamin algilanma bicimlerini nesne ve &zne iligkisi
cercevesindeinceler.insan merkezcibakis agisinda nesne konumunaindirgenen yeryizii ile egemen ve
s6zsahibigorilen dzne olarak insanin sorunluiliskilerine ikilikarsithklar yerine ok yonli stiregler olarak
bakmayitercih eder.

Sergide yeralan Unay’in ‘Hen(izisimsiz’ adli serisi, glindelik yasantimizinicinden insan kaynakli
nedenlerle uzaklagan ve giizel, sevimli oyuncak temsilleriyle hayatimizaistirak eden hayvanlarin, merkez
disina itilme, yeniden var edilme, dekoratif ve islevsel bir unsur haline getirilmesini odagina alir.
Calismalarda kesik insan uzuvlari insanin  siddetine; oyuncak hayvanlar ise hayvanlarin
nesnelestirilmesine dair bir ironiyi temsil eder. Boylelikle seri, canli-cansiz, insan-insan olmayan
arasindakiiliskiye yeniden bakarak kendikonumumuzu sorgulamamizin pesine diser.

Agirlikli olarak suluboya ve murekkep ile calisan Aytug Aykut, Uretimlerinde doga ve insan
iliskisine yogunlagir. Bu iliskinin birlikteligi ve yikiciigr Gzerinden, ekolojik devamlilik temelinde

fenomenlerle iliski kurmaya cabalarken, ekolojik sistemde insanin kendi tirlyle ve diger tlrlerle
kurduguiliskiyi,kolektif hafiza temelinde yeniden bir bakis agisiyla tretir.

Aykut, sergide bulunan ‘Sayilacak Kadar Azlar’ adli serisinde insan-hayvan birlikteligi ve bu
birlikteligin zorunluluguna dikkat ceker. insan tarafindan bozulan ekolojik sistemdeki dengenin giin
gectikge siddetini artiryor olmasi, sanat¢inin odaklandigl ana konularindan biridir. Estetik olarak
zarafetleligkilendirilen s6zIU ve gbrsel sanatlarda da bagindan beriinsan tiriine eglik eden turnalar, giin
gectikce yasam alanlarini ve besin kaynaklarinin kaybolmasiyla birlikte tiikenme tehdidiyle kadar karsi
karslyadir.Seri,ginimuzde en nadir bulunan *haykiranturna’ tiiriine odaklanirken, kisa ve uzun vadede
gercekligin kagit tizerinde imge olarak kalmasini engellemek icin yapabilecegimiz seyler oldugu tmidini

kuvvetlendirmeyiamaclar.

'Dogu Bati Dustince Dergisi’nin 2017 tarihli 82. Sayisinin Bagligl
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Simbart Projects hosts the group exhibition of Seniha Unay and Aytug Aykut titled “An Elegy
for Fauna*’ between January 13and February 19. The exhibition questions anthropocentrism through
ourrelationship withanimalsandfocuses onthis relationship fromthe perspective of the humanasthe
sovereign subject. In this context, while the exhibition explores the fauna term which is classified as a
collection of animals foundinaspecific time or place, it also attempts to connectan elegiac reality with
theviewer.

Seniha Unay examines the perceptions of daily life within the framework of the subject-object
relation.She prefers tolookat this relation withananthropocentric perspective whichis reducedtoan
object positionand focuses onthe human as the sovereign and dominant subject, whose problematic
relations create a versatile process rather than binary oppositions.

Inthe exhibition, Unay’s “Yet Untitled’ series focus on the alienation of animals in our daily life
caused by human-induced problems and points out this issue from the point of turning animals into
decorative and functional objects, such as into cute toys by re-creating their represantations. In her
works, severed human limbs are related with human violence and toys represent the irony about the
objectification of animals. Thus, the series pursue our questioning of our own position by looking again
at the relationship betweenanimate and inanimate, human,and non-human.

Aytug Aykut inhis practice works mainly with watercolorandink and questions the relationship
between humans and nature. While the artist tries to find a connection with phenomena based on
ecological continuity, he reproduces a relationship that humans establish with other species in the
ecosystem on the basis of collective memory.

Aykut points out the coexistence of humans and animals and the necessity of this subject in his
series titled “Too Few to Count’.One of the main subjects of the artist is theecological
imbalance which is deteriorating and increasing day by day by the people.Cranes are aesthetically
associated with elegance, inspired for visual art from past to present, facing the danger of extinction
with the loss of their habitats and food resources. While focusing on the rarest type of ‘Whooping
Crane’ today, the series aims to strengthen the hope that there are still things we can do to prevent
reality fromremaininganimage on paper in the short and long term.
