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Simbart Projects 17 Mayis — 29 Haziran tarihleriarasinda Mustafa Bagci’nin “Masals
Izler” isimliilk kisisel sergisine ev sahipligiyapiyor. Sergi sanat¢inin endistriyel nesne, doga
ve insan iliskisi Uzerine olan yeni Uretimlerini bir araya getiriyor. Bagci, dUretimlerini
cogunlukla dikotomi kavrami Uzerine kurarken ge¢mis ve simdi arasinda baglanti kurmaya
caligir. imgelerin ve gostergelerin barindirdigi anlam tzerine yogunlasarak izleyiciyi bir
ylzey Uzerinde konumlandirdigi imgeler arasinda iligkisellik kurmaya davet eder.
Galismalarini Uretirken sdrecin deneyimlenmesini de Uretimin bir parcasi olarak goren
sanatgl, endustrinin parcasi olan didaktik, ikaz amacl kullanilan ve genele hitap eden
piktogramlarin - anlamlarint manipule edip kisisellestirerek tretimlerinde kullanir.

Sergide yer alan ‘Oyun Parki’ serisi bir cocuk goziinden harika bir diinya olabilirken
moderntoplumicinde sekillenen bireyinoyun parklariile arasinagiren mesafe ve toplumsal
rollerin zaman icinde degisimini gosterir. Oyun parki kentin islevsel akiginin bir parcas
olarak gozikse de gercekligi yadirgatan bir uzam yaratir. Glndelik akisin hizini kesen ve
toplumun farkli yas gruplarinin cesitli amaglar icin kullandigi oyun parklarindaki
konseptlerin ~ barindirdigi ~ ironi  sanat¢inin  inceledigi  konular  arasindadir.

‘Gokyuzl’ serisi ise sanat¢inin  gokyuzinden ilham alarak Urettigi islerden
olusmaktadir. Serideki calismalar sanatcinin hazirladigr yiizeyin tzerindeki katmanin
yirtilmasi sonucu olugsan iglerden olusmaktadir. Sanat¢i bu serideki igleri Uretirken
kullandig teknik dolayisi ile ytzeyde olusacak etkiyi tam anlamiyla kontrol etmez ve bu
ongorulemezlik ve degiskenligi  doganin  degiskenligi ve ongorilemezligi  ile
iliskilendirerek olugturmaktadir.

“Masalsi izler” sergisiinsanin stirekliileri gitme ¢abasl etrafinda dogadan uzaklastig: bir
alana farkindalik yaratirken, icinde ironi barindiran imgeler ve ztliklar sanat¢inin ifade
bicimini destekleyen unsurlar olarakizleyiciile bulusur.
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Simbart Projects hosts Mustafa Bagci’s first solo exhibition titled “ 7ale-Like Traces”
between 17 May and 29 June. The exhibition brings together the artist’s new productions
on the relationship between industrial objects, human and nature. Bagci mostly bases his
productionsonthe conceptof dichotomyandtriesto establishaconnection betweenthe
past and the present. By focusing on the meaning of images and signs, the artist invites
viewer to establish a relationship between the images positioned on a surface. Bagci sees
the experience of the process as a part of his production. He manipulates and personalizes
the meanings of didactic, warning and general pictograms, which are part of the industry,
anduses themin his productions.

The’Playground’seriesinthe exhibition might be awonderful place fromthe point view
of a child but in fact show the distance between the individual shaped in modern society
and the change in social roles over time. Although the playground appears to be a part of
the functional flow of a city, it creates a space that is far away from reality. The irony of the
concepts in playgrounds, which interrupts the daily flow and are used by different age
groups of the society for various purposes,isamong the subjects examined by the artist.

The’Sky’series consists of works created as aresult of tearing the layer on the surface
by the artist that are inspired by the sky. The artist purposely does not control the effect
that will occur on the surface when producing the works in this series, and he associates
this unpredictability and variability with the variability and unpredictability of nature.

“Tale-Like Traces” exhibition raises awareness to an area where humans move away
from nature with the constant need of moving forward. During the exhibition, ironic
images and contrasts meet with the audience as elements that support the artist’s form of
expression.
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
