Hafiza /Residual Recollection’ adli grup sergisi Tugce Diri, Aras Seddigh ve Rabia Seyhan’in desen merkezi

son dénem Uretimlerini bir araya getiriyor. Eserlerdeki mimari kesitler, dokular ya da semboller araciligiyla
bilingaltindan tagarak kurgusali ger¢ekle biraraya getiren melezimgeler, yenianlam katmanlari olusturuyor.
Gegmiste yaganan, gorilen, ogrenilen, deneyimlenen veya unutuldugu sanilan bazi detaylarin yeniden
canlandirimasiyla elde edilen bu gortintiler, sergi baglaminda hafizada “arta kalanlar” olarak tanimlaniyor.
Edinilen bilgiler ve bilincli olarak kaydedilen géruintiler arasinda ugusan buimgeler, sanatcilarin bedenlerinin
vezihinlerininadeta bir uzantisi gibi davranan desen pratiginde somutlagiyor.

Cok katmanli, karisik, kontroll zor, kiimulatif bilgi ve deneyimlerin mekani olan hafizanin, gevresel
faktorler ve zaman algisinin degismesiyle birlikte nasil bir dontstim gegirdigi sorusu, belki de sergideki
sanatgilarin pratigini degerlendirirken sormamiz gerekenlerden biridir. Bu baglamda Tugge Diri’nin
hatirladigi tarihi mekanlardan kesitleririttelistik bir cizim pratigiyle canlandirdigreserleri,gegmiste gbrilmds,
deneyimlenmis ve algida segilmis olan cesitli formlarla sembolleri yeni bir kurgu igine sokarak gliniimiize
tagir. Tezhip, hat, bezeme gibi geleneksel el sanatlarindan esinlenerek calisan sanatgl, gelenegi ve tarihi
mekanlari bir tir kimlik ve kdken sorunsali olarak ele alir. Diriicin yineleme ve dong(, bir yandan kendisiyle
defalarca yeniden yiizlesmesindeki ve meydan okumasindaki israrinin, diger yandan da kainatin sonsuz
deviniminin gorsellesmesi ve ylice biitiinselliginin hatirlanmasininipucudur.

Rabia Seyhan, organize halden daginik bir duruma gecisin simgesi olan harabe yapilar ve
yikintilardan esinlenerek yikimi yaraticr bir siire¢ olarak ele alir. Mekanin fiziksel ve matematiksel
formilasyondan tamamen bagimsizlasarak dlzensiz bir yigina donlstligl bu slreg, sanatginin
kompozisyonlarinda tersine isler; yogun bir simetri kaygisinin varligl, yikimin yarattigi karmasayla taban
tabanazittir.Buyapilardanyolacikilarak olusturulandesenlerdeise tiretim pratigi, kavramin kendisininaksine
ayriayriparcalardan olusan yapiyi yenideninga etmek tUzerinedir.

Aras Seddigh’in pandemidéneminin baslarindagerceklestirdigi *Yeniden Canlandirmak’ adli serisi
ise zamansizlik, mekansizlik, dil ve kimlik arayisi gibikonulari, organik ve inorganik arasindaki gecislerle ele alir.
Seddigh, kullandig kagidi da, kagit Uzerine yerlesen malzemeleri de ytizeydeki etkilerine gére secer: Onun
dlnyasinda keskin hatlar veya cizgiler farkli bir zamanin ve gercekligin sinirini, ugucu renkler veya yumusak
lekeler ise kurgunun sinirsizligini imgeler. Sanatgi, ge¢cmiste de kullandigr bazi gorinti ve sembolleri bu kez
yeniden canlandirarak farkli bicim ve &znelerin ingasini gosterir.
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Simbart Projects Cukurcuma hosts Residual Recollection’group exhibition featuring the latest
drawings of Tugce Diri, Aras Seddigh and Rabia Seyhan between the dates 20 May-17 July 2021. New layers of
meaning have been created in the works through the hybrid images that bring together reality and fiction,
which overflow from the subconscious through architectural sections, textures or symbols. These images,
created by re-enactingsome details that were experienced,seen, learned or thought to have beenforgotten
inthe past,are definedas”residuals”inthememory. Theimages that float between theacquiredinformation
and consciously recordedimages, become concrete in the practice of drawing, whichacts like an extension
of theartists’bodiesand minds.

One of the things we should ask when evaluating the practice of the artists in the exhibition is the
question of how memory, which is a multi-layered, complex, difficult-to-control, cumulative place of
knowledge and experiences, has transformed with the change of environmental factors and time. In this
context, Tugge Diri’s works portray sections of historical places recollected with a ritualistic drawing
practice, bringing symbols into a new fiction with various forms that have been seen, experienced and
chosen in perception. Inspired by traditional handcrafts such as illuminated manuscripts, calligraphy and
ornaments, the artist uses tradition and historical places as a means of identity and ethnicity. According to
Diri, repetition and cycle is a hint to the visualization and recollection of the supreme totality of the infinite
universe,whileonthe otherhanditisalsoarequesttore-confrontand challenge herself overand overagain.

Rabia Seyhantakes deconstructionasa creative process, inspired by the desolated structuresand
ruins that symbolize the transition from an organized to a disorganized state. In the artist’s compositions,
this process works reverse in which the space becomes completely independent from physical and
mathematical formulation and turns into an irregular ruin; the existence of an intense symmetry concern
diametrically opposes the chaos created by this deconstruction. Her drawing practice is based on
reconstructing these structures that consist of separate parts.

The series ‘Revitalized” by Aras Seddigh was created at the beginning of the pandemic period and
deal with concepts such as timelessness, spacelessness, language and identity search with organic and
inorganic transitions. Seddigh chooses both the paper she uses and the materials on the paperaccordingto
theireffects onthesurface: In herworld, sharp lines or lines represent the limitations of time and reality,and
volatile colors or soft stains represent the infinity of fiction. The artist revitalizes some of the images and
symbols that she usedinthe past and shows the construction of different formsand subjects.
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
