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Simbart Projects 22 Haziran —5 Agustos tarihleri arasinda “Soul Of Summer [II” adli karma sergiye ev
sahipligi yapiyor. Sergi, Melis Erdem, Dilara G&l, Medine irak, Sibel Kirik ve Ezgi Yakin’in calismalarini bir araya
getiriyor. Simbart, geleneksel yaz seckisinin ticlincti edisyonunda galeri temsiliyetindeki beg sanatginin farkli
kavramlar Gizerinden cesitlimalzemeler ile Urettigi eserleriniizleyiciyle bulusturuyor.

Melis Erdem resim ve heykellerinde kaos icerisindeki dengeyi bulmaya, bozulma/eskime ve ¢lirime
gibi stireglerin dogal déngtistinti usulca kabul etmeye odaklaniyor. istenmeyen ve terkedilmis malzemeler
kullanarak destekledigiheykel tiretimlerinde, yeni kompozisyonlarabicimvererek bu nesnelerigtinliik hayattaki
kullanim alanlarindanayristirarak farkli bir form kazanmalarinramagliyor.

Dilara Gol, bir hikayeyi aramak ve anlatmak yerine, kendini stirecin akisina dahil ederek ve duyarlilik
alanini genisleterek calismalarina devam ediyor.Sanatgi pratiginde farkli malzemeler kullanarak bitinlig
medyum Uzerinden kurgulamak yerine medyumu, tizerine distindtigt kavramlarin birer enstrimani olarak
gorlyor. GOl calismalarinda duygu ve imgelere gore Uretimlerini gerceklestirirken dontstim ve degisime acik
bir sekilde, rastlantisalligaayak uydurarakilerliyor.

Medine irak kdlttrel miras, degisim, ekoloji, gog, iklim degisimi, birey-mekan ve insan- doga iliskisi
tzerine ¢alisiyor. Calismalarin her biri, taglar, bitkiler, diger organizmalar ile insan emegiyle insa edilmis yapilarin
birbirlerine eklemlenerek olusturdugu ekosisteme odaklaniyor ve tarihi yapilarin cevresiyle kurdugu iliskiyi
arastiriyor.Tarihiyapilarin i ice gecmis farkliama baglantili stiregleriait olduklari ekosistemlerin “stirekliliklerini
ve ‘degisimlerini’ temsil ediyor.

Sibel Kirik’in Gretim pratigindeki kavramlar es zamanlilik, tuhaf karsilasmalar ve iliskilerin etrafinda
olusturulan mekan formlarinin yan yana ve Ust Uste gelisleriyle yeni bir mekanla birlikte bir zaman meydana
getirmesi Uzerine kuruluyor. Son dénem calismalarinda distopik uzamlarda Ust Uste bindirilmis veya i¢ ice
gecmis zaman ve mekandaki degisimler ve catiskilar gériintiyor; var olan her sey ayni anda yikimini da icinde
yasiyor. Ele aldigr catiskilari net yansitmak igin yer yer rengi siddetli ve saldirgan bir yapida kullanmayi tercih
ediyor.

Ezgi Yakin’in calismalar ¢evre ve kent deneyimiyleiliskiliolan mimariyapilara ve gtindelik nesnelere ait
parcalar, izler ve kalintilardan olusan referanslara dayaniyor. Resim, fotograf ve enstalasyon alanindaki
pratiklerinde glindelik yasamdaki yapisal dizende uyusmaz ya da artik olanin gorsel ve distinsel olasiliklariyla
ilgileniyor. BUtlin-parga, statik-degisken, islev-islevsizlik iliskisini incelerken sabitleyen, destekleyen formal
unsurlar ile akigkan 6geler arasindaki dinamikler yaklasiminda éne cikiyor. Distinsel ve politik bir perspektifle
tasarlanan yer ve mekan insasinda zamanin etkileriyle ortaya ¢ikan gorsel estetigi hayal gliciinii destekleyen
alternatif bir bakigla dontsturiyor.
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Simbart Projects hosts group exhibition “Soul of Summer III” between 22 June and 5 August. The
exhibition brings together the works of Melis Erdem, Dilara Gol, Medine irak, Sibel Kirik and Ezgi Yakin. The third
edition of Simbart’s traditional summer exhibition presents the works produced by five representedartists by the
gallery, using various materials over different concepts.

Melis Erdem’s paintingandsculpturesfocus onfinding balance withinthe chaosandacceptinggently
the natural cycle of growth and decay. The artist gives form to new compositions with found and abandoned
materials, givinga new perspective to objects once orphaned of their usefulness.

Instead of searchingand telling a story, Dilara Gl continues her work by involving himself in the flow
of the process and expanding her field of sensitivity. While the artist reveals her productions through metaphors
with a symbolist approach, she sees the medium as an instrument of the concepts she thinks about by using
different materials in her practice. Gol carries out her productions according to emotions and imagery that
progressesinaway whichis opentotransformationand change and keeps up with coincidence.

The relationship between humanand natureis main part of Medine irak’sartistic practice. Each of her
works focus on the ecosystem formed by the articulation of stones, plants, other organisms and structures built
by human labor. The intertwined different but interconnected processes of historical buildings represent the
‘continuties and changes’ of the ecosystems which they belong.

In Sibel Kirik’s recent works, changes and conflicts in interwoven or superimposed space and time
can be seen in dystopian spaces; every existing thing lives its own destruction. This forces us to create a new
perspective that transcends the views of the modern and constitute a distinction between culture and nature. In
order to reflect these conflicts the artist prefers to use colour partly in a violent and aggressive structure. In the
same way, in order to make the effect of chaos evident in the works, distortions and strange touches within the
formsand colours become apparent.

Ezgi Yakin's work is based on references made up of fragments, traces and remains of architectural
structures and everyday objects associated with the environment and urban experience. In her painting,
photography and installation practice, she is concerned with the visual and intellectual possibilities of what is
incompatible with the structural order in everyday life. While examining the whole-part, static-variable and
function-dysfunction relationships, the dynamics approach between formal elements that fix and support the
fluid elements come tosurface. Yakin transforms the visual aesthetics that emerged with the effects of time in the
construction of place and space, designed with an intellectual and political perspective, with an alternative view
that supports theimagination.
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
