Simbart Projects 7 Kasim — 28 Aralik tarihleri arasinda Sibel Kirik’in “Ak¢t-Metabo/” isimli
galeride gerceklesen ikinci kisisel sergisine ev sahipligi yapiyor. Tamami yeni Uretimlerden olugan
sergideki eserler bicimlerin ve renklerin kendileri olarak var olmalarini ve kendilerine 6zgu bir ifade
sunmalarini hedefliyor. Nesnelerin dogal yapisi ve fiziksel dinyadaki alglanisiyla gecirdigi
donlstmleri merkeze alan sergi, sanatcinin farkli materyallerle iliski kurarak yol aldigi bir stireci
aktaryor.

Sergideki eserler, bir mekana dontsmemis resmin temel formlarinin ylzeydeki tim
ihtimalleri barindirarak her seye dontsebilme potansiyelini sorguluyor. Zaman kavraminin ortadan
kalktigi calismalarda, dogada oldugu gibi ritim, titresim ve tekrar eden desenlerin yani sirageometri,
yap! ve dlizene génderme yapan bicimler bulunuyor. ‘Dogada bicimler donistime agiktir fakat bu
sonsuzluk icinde bitimsiz sabit formlar bulabilir miyiz?” sorusundan yola ¢ikarak doganin degismez
bir geometrisinin olup olmadigl arastiriliyor. Sergide yer alan bicimler, ayni anda farkli anlamlar
icererek varlik gdsteren yeniformlaradonisuyor.

Kirik, tuvalde kullandig) bir madde olan ve bicime ytizeyde kavusan komdr ile farkli bir iligki
gelistirerek komurin yapisal ozelliklerini ve dogasini inceliyor. Sanat¢, organik bir dénisimin
sonucu olan bu bitkisel bazli maddeyle kurdugu iliskide, potansiyelini ortaya ¢ikararak, yeni bicimlere
donustirmeyi amacliyor. Mademki bir madde, yalnizca bir bicime donusttglinde algilanabiliyor ve
zamanla bicimden bicime gecerek anlamlar kazaniyor, o halde hamkdtlesiyle gelen komur parcalari
baska bir ortamda fiizen-cizgilere dontserek farkl kompozisyonlara dahil oluyor. Kémdr ve pileksi
gibihazir nesnelerinyanisirasergide 1sik da kitlenin gizledigi gorsel olanagi ortaya ¢ikaran dnemli bir
unsurolarak yeraliyor.

Sanatg! bir suredir 6zenle sakladigr ve artik islevini yitirmis materyalleri degerlendirerek,
bilgisayar teknolojisininfiziksel verilerinive olasiliklarinikullanarak ti¢ boyutlu yeniformlara ulagiyor.

Sablonlar kendi basglarina sanatcinin daha onceki gravir calismalarini olusturan temel
parcaciklar iken, eski butlnltkleri bozuldugunda ve yeniden bir araya geldiklerinde bagka
kompozisyonlar olusturabiliyor. Bu da bize, algiladigimiz bicimlerin ‘gercekte ne oldugu’ sorusunu
sorduruyor. Ayni, Aristoteles’in *‘maddenin farkli bicimlere blriinmesive ¢esitlialgilar yaratmas’ ile
ilgili ortaya koydugu yorumlarin benzeri olarak karsimiza ¢ikiyor. Belki tim bunlarin ¢ercevesinde,
Sibel Kirik’in “Akt- Metabol” sergisindeki yapitlarinin birbirleri ile kurdugu iligkiler birtakim basit
Oykuleriasarak felseff boyutta evrenin bltiinligtine sembolik bir gdnderme yapiyor.
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Simbart Projects hosts Sibel Kirik’s second solo exhibition titled “Act-Metabole™ between
November7to December28. Consistingentirely of newproductions,the worksinthe exhibitionaim
to allow forms and colors to exist as they are and to present a unique mode of expression. The
exhibition centersonthetransformations that objectsundergoinrelationtotheir natural structure
and perception within the physical world, illustrating a process through which the artist engages
with various materials.

The works explore the potential for fundamental forms of an unconstructed painting to hold all
surface possibilities and thereby transform into anything. Time, as a concept, is absent from these
works,whereformsthat evoke rhythm,vibration,and recurring patterns—much likein nature—are
complemented by references to geometry, structure,and order. The exhibition examines whether
nature possesses an unchanging geometry by posing the question: “Although forms in nature are
open to transformation, can we find enduring fixed forms within this infinity?” The forms in the
exhibition transforminto new shapes, simultaneously embodying different meanings.

Kirik has developed a distinctive relationship with charcoal, a substance she uses on the canvas
that gainsshape onthesurface,examiningits structural propertiesand natural essence. By engaging
with this plant-based material, which results from an organic transformation, she seeks to reveal its
potential and convert it into new forms. Since a material can only be perceived once it assumes a
shape, and with time transitions from one form to another to gain meanings, the raw mass of
charcoal pieces, reconstituted in another medium as charcoal lines, become part of distinct
compositions. In addition to ready-made objects like charcoal and plexiglass, light also plays a
significant role in the exhibition, revealing the visual potential hidden within the mass.

The artist repurposes materials she has carefully preserved for some time, now devoid of their
original function, using the physical data and possibilities of computer technology to reach three-
dimensional new forms. Templates, whichinthemselves constitute the fundamental particles of the
artist’s previous engraving works, create different compositions when their original integrity is
disruptedandreassembled. Thispromptsthe question,“What,infact,isthe true nature of theforms
we perceive?” This notion echoes Aristotle’s interpretations regarding “the substance’s ability to
take on different forms and create various perceptions.” In this light, the connections among the
works in Sibel Kirk’s “Act-Metabole” exhibition transcend simple narratives, symbolically
referencingthe philosophical unity of the universe.
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
