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Simbart Projects, 12 Mart — 2 Mayis tarihleri arasinda Mustafa Bagci’nin “Sessiz Bir
Karsilasma” isimli ikinci kisisel sergisine ev sahipligi yapiyor. Sergi, sanat¢inin son donem
Uretimlerini bir araya getirirken; bosluk, negatif alan ve i¢sel karsilasma kavramlari etrafinda
sekillenen bir dustnsel cerceve sunuyor. Bagci bu sergide, ylizeyi mekan ve zaman
referanslarindan arindirarak, izleyiciyi imgelerle dogrudan bir iliski kurmaya davet ediyor.

Sanat¢inindretim pratiginde sadelesme, anlamisabitleyen bir minimalizm degil; aksine
imgenin cagrisimsal kapasitesini genisleten kavramsal bir strateji olarak ele aliniyor. Negatif
alanin etkin kullanimi, kompozisyonu belirli bir baglama yerlestirmekten kaginarak ytzeyi
acikbirdisinmealaninaddnusturtyor. Buyaklagim, gorsel gostergelerinyerlesik ve islevsel
anlamlarini askiya alirken, izleyicinin &znel deneyimini Uretimin aktif bir bileseni haline

getiriyor.

Bagci’nin pratiginde piktogramlar, kamusal alanda islevsel ve didaktik bir dile hizmet
eden gostergeler olmaktan cikarilarak yeniden kurgulaniyor. Endustriyel sistemin genele
hitap eden, ydnlendirici ve rasyonel gorsel dili; sanat¢inin midahalesiyle indirgeniyor,
eksiltiliyor ve baglamindan koparilarak &znel bir anlam alanina taginiyor. Bu dontsim, dig
gerceklige hizmetedensembolleriicsel bir sorgulamazeminine yerlestirirken;imgenin sabit
ve tekil anlamini ¢ogullastiran bir gerilim alani yaratiyor. Uretim stireci, 6znenin imgeyle bag
basa kaldig, i¢sel sorgulamalarin gorsel bir karsiliga donustigu bir alan yaratiyor.

Sergi, boslukla ve imgenin sessizliginde beliren kisisel temas anini, anlamin
sabitlenmedigi; karsilagsma aninda yeniden Uretildigi bir deneyim alanina donustdriyor.
Sessizlikburadabir eksiklik degil,anlamin cogalmasinaimkan taniyan bir esik olarak beliriyor.
Her karsilasma, ylzeyde degil, izleyicinin zihninde tamamlanan bir stirece donustyor.
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Simbart Projects hosts Mustafa Bagcr’s second solo exhibition titled “A Silent
Encounter” between 12 March and 2 May. Bringing together the artist’s new works, the
exhibition presents an intellectual framework shaped around the concepts of void,
negative space,andinnerencounter.Inthisexhibition,Bagcistrips the surface of spatialand
temporal references, inviting the viewer to establish a direct relationship with the images.

Simplification in the artist’s practice is not approached as a form of minimalism that
stabilizes meaning; rather, it operates asa conceptual strategy that expands the associative
capacity of theimage. Through the effective use of negative space, the composition avoids
being situated within a specific context, transforming the surface into an open field of
contemplation. This approach suspends the conventional and functional meanings of
visual signs, positioning the viewer’s subjective experience as an active component of the
production.

Within Bagcr’s practice, pictograms are reconfigured, departing from their
conventional role as functional and didactic signs. The industrial world’s universal,
directive, and rational visual language is reduced and distilled through the artist’s
intervention, detached from its original context and relocated into a subjective field of
meaning. This transformation places symbols that once served external reality onto a
ground of internal inquiry, generating a field of tension that pluralizes the fixed meaning of
theimage. The production process thus creates aspace in which the subject confrontsthe
image alone,and where inner questioningis translated into avisual counterpart.

Theexhibitiontransforms the personalmoment of contact—emerging throughvoid
and the silence of the image—into an experiential space in which the meaning is not fixed
but continually reconstituted in the moment of encounter. Silence here does not signify
absence; rather, it appears as a threshold that enables the multiplication of meaning. Each
encounter becomes a process completed not on the surface, but within the mind of the
viewer.
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
